dBworx and REAPER Assignable Actions

1 Introduction

These notes will help you set up dBworx with REAPER to assist you in searching through the lists of REAPER assignable actions.

2 Downloading dBworx

dBworx is a simple freeware database program. You can download it from http://www.plworx-software.com/
Download and install this program.

3 The REAPER Data File

The data file which contains the list of assignable actions can be downloaded from http://www.cockos.com/~glazfolk/REAPERkeys.zip 

From time to time these files are updated. As new releases of REAPER are made available, you should download REAPERkeys.zip again.

Copy these files into the same folder as you used to install dBworx.

4 Setting Up dBworx

1. Open the dBworx program.
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Click on the Open File button (just below the menu) and open the file reaperkeys.dwh
3. Adjust the size of the dBworx window to be similar to that shown:

4. To set your preferences:

Choose the command File, Preferences, Reload Last File Used
Choose the command File, Preferences, Save Last Screen Position and Size
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Filtering Your Database

These simple instructions should  get you started.  After that, you can be as adventurous as you wish.

Example 1

We want to apply a filter to view only those assignable actions that involve the cursor in some way.

1. Click on the Records command, then Set Filter
2. Select Enter a filter condition (see right) then click on OK.
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The Set Filter window will now be displayed.

4. Type the text cursor where shown.

Select the filed Action.

Select Field contents = filter text field.

Click on OK.

5. The filtered list will now be shown.

6. To remove the filter and restore all records to view, choose the command Records then Remove Filter.

Example 2
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In this example, we will search rather than filter.

1. Click on the Search button (near the bottom of the window).

2. Type the word nudge and complete the settings as shown right.

3. Click OK.  The first action containing nudge is now highlighted.  

4. You can use the Search Again button to find more matches, one at a time.

5. When finished, click on the << button (just above the data display panel) to return to the top.

Note:  When you Quit dBworx, you may be asked if you wish to save your work.  If so, choose the option to save in text format.

More dBworx Tips

5.1 Multiple Filters

If you apply more than one filter, then the filters are applied cumulatively.  For example, if you use the Records, Set Filter command to show only those records containing the word edit in the Action column, then repeat the command for the word cursor then only those Actions which contain both the words edit and cursor will be shown.

5.2 Saving a Filtered List

If while a filter is applied you use the File, Save As command to save to a new name, the file will be saved with the filter.

5.3 Sorting Data

You can sort the database, for example, alphabetically by Action.  If you the use File, Save As to save to a new name, you will have two copies of the database file, one sorted, one unsorted.

Importing Your Own Keyboard Mappings into dBworx

This may seem like a long list of instructions but they’re really quite simple.

1. Open dBworx and open one of the supplied database file, eg reapermain.

2. From the menu choose File, Save Database Definition As
3. Type a name for your file, eg mykeys
4. Press Enter
5. Leave sdBWorx open.  Open REAPER 

6. Display Options, Preferences, Keyboard / Control and click on View shortcuts as printable searchable web page.  The page will open in your web browser.

7. Close REAPER

8. Select your browser window.  Click on the REAPER keyboard page.  Press Ctrl A (select all) then Ctrl C (copy).

9. Close the browser.

10. Open Word or Open Office Writer
11. Display a new document then Ctrl V to paste the data in as a table.

12. Click in the table, then Table, Select Table then Table, Convert Table to Text
13. Make sure you use the option to use Tab delimiters
14. Click OK.

15. Delete anything above the line that contains the two header words Key and Action
16. Save this file as a .TXT file, eg mykeys.txt
17. Switch to your open dBworx window.

18. Choose File, Import, Import tab delimited file
19. If asked about line feeds, choose No
20. Select the required file name and click on Open
21. When asked if the first record is column headings, clhoose Yes
22. Click on OK.  

23. That’s it!
